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Abstract. The article examines books about school as a source of
pedagogical knowledge. Referring to N. Ognev's Kostya Ryabisev's
Diary and S. Mogilevskaya's The Malakhovka School, or Back to Youib,
the authors consistently place them within the field of professional
reading, demonstrating that parallel reading of fiction and a scientific
text can become a new technique applied in pedagogical research. For
the first time, two texts have been compared that recount the same
event — the production of the play Folk Wedding at Malakhovka School
in the early 1920s. The authors of these texts, children's book writer Sofia
Mogilevskaya and a renowned Russian educator M.A. Rybnikova, took
part in the production.
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
